MIDDLETON SOCCER CLUB
PARENTS CODE OF CONDUCT

These rules have been incorporated into the overall rules of conduct of the Middleton Soccer Club. All parents or
guardians of players will be required to sign the code and will be responsible for the actions of guest spectators they
bring to games or practices. Violation of the code may result in the offender being asked to leave the field, and
habitual violators will be banned from all soccer related events. The Middleton Soccer Club board will decide
disciplinary action based on severity of the offence and their decision will be final.

e Know the first and last name of your child’s coach and have their phone number available.

e Be prompt when bringing your child to practices or games and when picking them up
afterwards. Coaches are volunteers and busy people; their time is as valuable to them as
yours is to you. Notify the coach if you must be late or try to arrange ride sharing with
other parents. It is against Club policy to leave a child at the field alone.

e Help your child’s coach whenever possible. Be a team parent, offer to help with car-
pooling, or help with setting up and taking down nets and flags. In the U-6 through U-10
age groups, the first team on the field in the morning sets it up and the last team takes it
down. Your willingness to help with this process allows the coach to have valuable warm
up and organizational time with the team.

e Discuss any problems with the coach in an adult and respectful manner and never in front
of the players. If problems cannot be resolved, contact the Vice President for your age
group as soon as possible.

o Always set a positive, supportive example. Model good sportsmanship for your child and
everyone else. Negative remarks, booing, hissing, cursing, or harassing any coach, referee,
parent, or child — even your own — is strictly forbidden and will NOT be tolerated. A
referee or coach can ask you to leave the field for such an infraction and you are required to
do so. If you think you have a valid complaint pertaining to a coaching or refereeing
situation, or even another spectator, report it to the President or Vice-President of your age

group.

e Soccer is a team sport. Teach your child to be a team player. No one child wins or loses a
game; they must all work together and support each other. This means they must be able to
rely on each other to be at games and practices, be prepared and ready to play soccer.
Please notify the coach if your child must be absent or late.

e Be agood sport and insist that your child be a good sport. Win with humility and lose with
grace!

e The use of alcohol, drugs, or tobacco products on or near the practice or playing field is
strictly prohibited.
